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ARTICLE I – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1: 
The President shall preside at all meetings of the board and association. 



The President shall perform all duties incident to the office and advise on 



such actions as may be deemed to increase the usefulness of the 



association. The President shall appoint all committees and shall serve as 



an Ex-Officio member of such committee. The President shall appoint 



and define the purposes of such special committees as deemed necessary 



from time to time. Such committees may be terminated by the President at 



the conclusion of the President’s term.

Section 2:
The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in the 

President’s absence.
Section 3:
The Vice President shall supervise certain committees assigned by the 



President and shall be an Ex-Officio member of such committees. 

Section 4:
The Secretary shall take minutes of all meetings of the Board and 



Association.

Section 5: 
The Treasurer shall supervise the receipts and disbursements of all 



Association funds and shall present to the board an annual financial 


statement to be placed on file in the minutes.

Section 6: 
The Treasurer shall also make an annual report at the close of each fiscal 



year.

Section 7:
All Association officers shall serve as trustees of any scholarship funds

held by or created by the Association.

ARTICLE II – DUES

Section 1:
Minimum annual dues for membership in the Association shall be 



established by the Board. Dues are payable in advance.

Section 2: 
Any member may be expelled by the Board by a two-thirds vote for non-



payment of dues; or after notice and opportunity of hearing, for conduct 



unbecoming a member.

ARTICLE III – MEETINGS

Section 1: 
At least one-half of the Board members shall constitute a quorum at Board 



meetings.

Section 2: 
Committee meetings shall be called by the duly appointed Chairman of 



such committee when deemed necessary. One-third of the committee’s

membership shall constitute a quorum.

Section 3: 
Minutes of all committee meetings shall be kept and a copy mailed to each 


member of such committee.

ARTICLE IV – FISCAL YEAR

Section 1: 
The fiscal year of the Association shall correspond with the calendar year.

ARTICLE V – REFERENDUM

Section 1: 
Upon receipt of written request from five percent (5%) of the Association 



members in good standing or the board upon its own initiative may, 



submit a question to the Association members for a mail-in referendum. 



The ballots for such a vote may be accompanied by briefs. The results



of such a vote shall be controlling.

ARTICLE VI – AMENDMENTS

Section 1: 
These By-Laws may be amended at any meeting of the Board by two-


thirds vote of the Board members present.
