Commonly Asked Questions:

1. Does a 4-H’er apply every week? No, they apply once and I keep the files and will try to feature as many 4-H’ers as possible.  4-H’ers may apply and appear on the website once a year.  

2. Does the 4-H Staff have to recommend the 4-H’er?  Yes, there is space provided on the form for the nominator’s name and for a statement of support for the 4-H’er.  

3. Does the 4-H’er have to answer each question?  While we would like the 4-H’er to try to answer all the questions, in some cases they may not have information or a response for every area.  The purpose of the questions is for us to get to know the 4-H’er so that a narrative paragraph can be written to highlight their accomplishments.
