Frequently Asked Questions:

What do I need to do first?  Complete the Registration form and return as soon as possible to Monte Stephens at the address listed on form.  Registering before the March 19th Early Bird Deadline will save you $10.00!  And don’t forget to sign up for the optional trip to Dahlonega on Wednesday.
How do I reserve my room at the lodge?  All rooms and several suites and cabins are being held until March 19, 2010. After that date, they will be made available to the public.  To reserve your room, please call 1-800-573-9656 and tell them you are booking for the GAE4-HA conference.  Please note:  Per Georgia Parks Policy, your credit card will be billed for one-night’s stay when you call.  There is a refund policy if you are unable to attend.  Your roommate will then pay for the second night with their credit card when you arrive.  Room rates for our meeting are:

2 Doubles or 1 King:
$100.00

Two-bedroom Cottage:

$110.00

Junior Suite:

$110.00

Three-bedroom Cottage:
$130.00

These are the total rates, not per person.  Cabins are about a ¼ mile from the lodge.  And ALL lodge rooms have the beautiful view!
Is breakfast and Wi-Fi included in my room rate?  A full breakfast in the Maple Restaurant is covered for up to two people in each lodge room.  For any additional roommates or those staying in cottages, the rate is $5.00 per person.  Free Wi-Fi is available in all lodge rooms.
Are there any other fees for staying at Amicalola? There is a $5.00 Georgia Parks Parking Fee.  Wednesdays are free parking days.  If you arrive on Wednesday, there will be no parking fee.  If you arrive on Thursday, you’ll have to pay unless you are driving a state government vehicle.
When should I arrive?  The Conference officially begins on Thursday morning, but we hope you will join us on Wednesday for our NAE4-HA National Leadership Recognition Reception.  Travis Williams and Wahsega 4-H Center have graciously offered to host this event.  We’ll then drive into Dahlonega for shopping and a delicious dinner at the Smith House Restaurant.
