Any exhibitor 21 years of age or under is eligible to show

All swine must be blood tested PRV and Brucellosis negative within 30 days of
the show and have an official health certificate. All out-of-state swine must have
a prior permit number on the health certificate. Please be timely in bleeding your
hogs to facilitate the return of your health certificate prior to show date (GA
diagnostic vet lab closes for Christmas holidays).

Entries are open to the world. Barrows and gilts are eligible. No boars! SWINE
WILL NOT BE SHOWN BY BREEDS OR SEX AT THIS SHOW. BARROWS,
GILTS, PUREBREDS AND CROSSES SHOW TOGETHER.

Each entry must have be ear tagged for purposes of breaking classes. Pigs must
be ear tagged prior to turning in the weight card.

Swine will be weighed by the exhibitor and a weight card will be turned in. All
tirst and second place class winners will be re-weighed as the leave the ring and
the weight must be within 5% of the weight card. If the pig is not within 5%, the
next hog will move up and the hog not making weight will be moved to last in
class.

Swine do not have to be entered in the state show to show in this show.

The barn will open at 7:00 am on Saturday, December 17, 2011. All weight cards
must be turned in by 10:30 am. Classes will be broken, and the show will begin
promptly at 12:00 pm.

There is no limit to the number of entries per exhibitor.
