The 4-H’er’s skill level may be evaluated by their Horse Club Leader or Riding Instructor (if necessary).  The next 
portion of the application is designed to briefly outline the candidate’s riding skills in order to place them in the proper 
Riding Group. 
 
Registration Fee:  $300 -- Includes admission to all lectures, demonstrations and riding labs.   Fee also includes health and 
accident insurance for the week.   4-H members will be housed in Perry at a local motel and served meals at the 
Agricenter.  The $300 covers 4 nights lodging and meals beginning with supper on Sunday, June 14, and ending with 
breakfast on Thursday, June 18.   This price also includes the 4-H Horse School T-shirt!   Refunds made ONLY IF space 
is filled by another 4-H'er.   Refunds must be requested in writing by June 1, 2009. 
 
Each club member must bring a horse. This horse can be owned, borrowed or leased.    10' X 10' stalls will be 
provided for each horse at no additional charge.  The 4-H’er must furnish their own feed, feed bucket, water bucket, 
grooming equipment, tack and pitchfork for stall work. 
 
The program for the week is a full one.   All 4-H'ers will be expected to attend all labs, lectures, demonstrations and 
evening programs.   4-H members will not be permitted the use of cars or trucks while attending the school. 
 
 ****  Those 4-H'ers accepted to attend this school will be notified.   Upon notification, these 4-H’ers must then 
send in the $300 fee by May 26, 2009.
