Over 1,300 4-H Youth Development educators from around the country met in Atlanta, Geogia for the 2007 National Association of Extension 4-H Agents annual meeting October 21-25.  This year’s theme was “4-H: A Peach of a Profession.”
Extension educators from around the country had the opportunity to network with other 4-H professionals, attend educational workshops and learn more about the Atlanta area and highlights of the Georgia state 4-H program.

Nancy Grace served as the capnote speaker for the Thursday general session of the 2007 conference in Atlanta.  Grace, a former Georgia 4-H’er and Rock Eagle 4-H Center camp counselor, currently hosts her own primetime legal analysis program “Nancy Grace” on CNN Headline News. She spoke to the group on how 4-H had helped prepare her for her career.
Susie Vanderlip served as the keynote speaker at the conference.  An internationally renowned author, motivational speaker, actor, dancer and youth and family expert, Vanderlip brought a multitude of talents and experience to the stage.  She is known for her exceptional ability of infusing presentations with thought-provoking insights, compassion and hope.  Her dramatic, theatrical one-woman show, Legacy of Hope® has stunned, educated and entertained over one million teens and adults across the United States and Canada.

Jennifer Nettles, lead singer of the popular country duo, Sugarland, performed with the nationally renowned Georgia 4-H Performing Arts Group, Clovers & Co.  Nettles is a former member of the group as well as a former Georgia State 4-H Officer and 4-H camp counselor.

There were an abundance of educational workshops, poster sessions, research round tables and commercial displays on wide ranging topics in the field of youth and community development.

In addition to the educational workshops, conference attendees also had the opportunity to learn more about the state of Georgia and the southeast with various tours.  Other highlights included a Georgia Craft Fair, a private event at the Georgia Aquarium, and a special evening at Centennial Olympic Park.
