4-H Ambassadors that are current with monthly reports are eligible to apply for grants to assist with educational efforts. Each ambassador may receive only one grant and total grant funding is limited. Therefore, each ambassador is not guaranteed funding.  Applications will be accepted throughout the year as funds are available.   Within two weeks of completion of the project (date needed), a grant report must be turned in with complete accounting for the funding used.
Grants will be selected based on the need described, the ability to match funds with the grant, the impact of the activity, and funds available. Description of the Activity funding is requested for:

Approximately 10 senior 4-H’ers will visit the Boys and Girls club in Here county to discuss the effect of deployment on families. The Boys and Girls club will have fifteen to twenty middle school youth at the program.  The presentation will last approximately 45 minutes and include questions and answers as well as games and activities. Following the program we will write letters to kids who parents are deployed.  We have a list of interested kids from a neighboring community. We hope it will be the beginning of a pen pal project.

Amount of funds requested and specific use of funds:

We have identified 25 kids of with deployed families to write.  We would like each person (4-H’ers and Boys & Girls club members) to write one letter each month.  Each month’s postage will cost $9.25 to $11.10. For the next year, the total cost would be $111 to $133.25

Other funds and resources to be used for the activity:
The Boys and Girls club is providing note cards, pens and other papers. They also have an after school class that will help with how to write letters, correct grammar, etc. It’s part of their homework helper program.  The 4-H club is providing the address list and the teens to assist the middle schoolers with the development of letters and how to correspond, too.

Potential Impact of Activity (what you hope will happen from the activity…how many people could be involved…what will they do):

For the 4-H’ers and Boys and Girls Club members, we will understand the effect of the war on families especially kids our own age. For the kids, they will know someone else cares.  In addition to the 25-30 youth letter writers, the program will impact 25-30 children whose parents have been deployed. This relationship should help both groups understand each other better.
