Helped agent with two afterschool classes for cloverleafs on getting ready for DPA
Why would you like to serve as an instructor for Fall Forum?

I like to plan activities that make learning fun. I hope  to use what I know about using knitting rings to make caps and teach not only about making the caps but about how cancer effects families.  I think it’s a great opportunity to teach a fun skill and help the community
Why did you select the topic above for your class?

A couple years ago my mom bought knitting rings and we made caps.  I had a lot of fun but I wanted to do something with all my caps I made so I talked to my aunt, a nurse, and she said I should give them to cancer patients so I did. I selected the topic cause  my project is recreation and while it will help my project I also wanted  to teach about this easy craft and why it’s important.
What experiences have you had in this topic area? (Include learning as well as sharing opportunities related to the topic)

I’ve taken more than 15 hours of crafts classes over the past two years. I’ve done two fair booths on cancer and entered 10 crafts in area fairs and exhibits. I interviewed the Hospice director, the community director at the Loran Smith Cancer Center, and the leisure director at a nursing home all on cancer and it’s effects on families. I’ve taught 6 friends how to make the caps and led a class on it.  I’ve experimented with different yarns to see the different effects.
What challenges might you encounter in teaching this class?  How would you address these challenges?
I really like to make the hats but other people might not get it as quickly. It took me a while to learn how to knot it off. I have about 30 knitting rings we can use and it would help if I paired people so as one person started knitting another could help them. I also need to find some games that some people could play or something for them to do if they didn’t want to knit. The cancer topic can be boring so I plan to use activities so everyone has a chance to talk before we knit. I’ll also bring in music because teens like music and it helps make anything fun.

At the end of the session, participants will :

· Know how to make a cap using a knitting ring

· Understand some of the effects of cancer on the family 

Class introduction

10 minutes

Everyone will sit in a circle and tell their name and what they know about cancer in two words

Cancer Facts

15 minutes

From the ARMC Cancer & the Family Brochure, I will give 15 facts about cancer and the effect on the family.  I will do this by asking for volunteers to read a myth I have on paper & then I will give a fact in its place

Why Caps


5 minutes

I’ll ask for volunteers to give ideas on why caps are important to cancer patients and their families. I’ll have some cards on the table to read if no one has any ideas

Making Caps-Supplies
5 minutes

I’ll ask each person to describe the items on the table and how they might be used to make the caps.  I’ll give the correct information if needed

Making Caps-Step by Step 5 minutes (instruction) & about 20 minutes of looming
I’ll divide the group into two sections. One section will play the crafts and cancer word find.  It reviews what we talked about.
The second group will begin making caps.  I’ll show how to do the stitches on the loom. As a person gets the hang of the stitching, I’ll ask them to get a partner from the game to teach.
As caps get finished, I’ll show how to finish the caps off. Since larger caps take longer, those making smaller caps can learn how to use different colors 

Wrap Up- 10 minutes

Clean up supplies & review how to get materials and how to share caps with cancer patients. If time permits, we will also brainstorm other groups that may need caps and how to share those caps with those groups.
