Dear 2011-2012 Senior District 4-H Officer,

Congratulations!  You have been elected by your peers to lead and represent them in district activities and statewide functions.  The year ahead of you will be one of the most exciting in your 4-H career!

To help prepare you for your responsibilities, the Georgia 4-H Officer Training (GOT) session will be held at Rock Eagle 4-H Center, July 3 - 5, 2011.  The theme for the training will be: “Equipped with the Tools of Leadership and Teamwork”.  You will have opportunities to build your leadership skills, learn how to work together as a team with your fellow officers, develop new presentation skills, make new friends, and have a great time!  
ARRIVAL TIME: Please plan to arrive at Rock Eagle 4-H Center between 12:00 Noon – 12:45 PM on Sunday, July 3rd.   Eat lunch before you arrive.  Some districts will be carpooling to the training, and your PDC will advise you about this.  

Registration for GOT will be at the International Paper Building.  We will start our program promptly at 1:00 PM.  
ADJOURNMENT TIME:  2:00 PM on Wednesday, July 5th.  I know that most of you will join Senior Leadership Camp at that time. 


District Officer Training will be lots of fun, but it will also be filled with hard work and long hours.  Get some rest before you come!
Things to do to prepare for Georgia 4-H Officer Training 2010:
1.  
Visit the Georgia Officer Training website located at www.georgia4h.org .  Select:  Activities and Events, then: Georgia Officer Training.

At the site, print off the Code of Conduct, Medical Information Forms, and Transportation Waiver Form and return them to Cheryl Varnadoe, Georgia 4-H, Hoke Smith Annex – Room 324, UGA, Athens, GA 30602 or fax 706-542-4373.  I must receive these by June 27th!   
3.  
Print out the Pre-G.O.T. Assignments.  The report form for these pre-assignments is due via the online Google form no later than June 27th. The online report form is located at:

Make certain you allow ample time to complete your assignments including writing, preparing and practicing your speech!

Visit with your County 4-H Extension Agent.  Ask them about their expectations of you as a District Officer. 

Dress Code and Items to Pack:


All clothing must be neat and clean in appearance as well as conservative. Keep in mind that you are in a district leadership position for 4-H and that you will lead by example.  Items such as backless or strapless tops, skimpy shirts, shorts, or swimsuits, sagging pants with no belt, exposed undergarments, and clothing exposing the midriff are inappropriate for G.O.T.   
Sunday, Monday – Wear something casual and comfortable with shoes for walking.  No flip flops are allowed at any 4-H camp this year (except inside your cabin).  Shoes of this type must have a heel strap to secure them to the foot.  
Tuesday:  Please bring khaki pants and your district board polo-style shirt to wear for the final assembly as well as for group officer photos.  
Jerseys:  Most districts wear their officer jerseys on Tuesday.
ALSO: Bring a swimsuit (one pieces only allowed at camp or you can wear a t-shirt over your other suits, girls!) and cover-up for swim – if we have time, a backpack or bag to take items back and forth from meeting locations, notebook paper and pencil / pen, and a light jacket or raincoat.    


Other Items to Pack - Everyone should bring: District Officer Name Tag (you may receive this there if you don’t have it yet), alarm clock, pillow / pillow case, personal care items, towels, twin sheets or sleeping bag, etc. and the normal items you like to have with you at the Rock!  

You will need money for eating on the way to and from G.O.T. / Senior Camp as well as change/ spending money for the vending machines at the Canteen.
