Promoting Civic Engagement and Understanding of Issues facing Military Families During Deployment and Positive Youth Development Activities for Military Youth in Deployment


4-H/OMK Grants are designed to encourage the involvement of County 4-H Programs in service learning activities with a focus on understanding and assisting military families in the cycle of deployment while fostering opportunities for youth leaders.  Through these activities, young people should learn valuable life skills and provide meaningful services which have a positive impact on the cities, towns and military installations where they live.

In order to promote civic engagement, leadership development and youth adult partnerships, priority will be given to programs in which youth are actively involved in all phases of the proposed project, including planning and evaluation. 

Priority will also be given to counties who demonstrate the ability to raise matching funds, coordinate with other entities, and identify a plan for program sustainability.


There are three grant categories for which counties may apply.

Individual Youth Activities Grants – Up to $100
Individual Youth Activities Grants will be awarded to counties to offset costs of individual community members (youth) to attend youth development activities and events.  Individual community members must be within 6 months of experiencing deployment (before or after) or currently experiencing deployment.  Some examples include: 4-H Project Achievement trips, 4-H Camp, Boys & Girls Club activities, Fall Forum, State 
4-H Council, etc.  Please note: A full impact statement is not required for this grant.
Service Learning with Military Focus Grants - $400
Service Learning with Military Focus grants will be awarded to projects that involve 4-H’ers in service learning and improve the capacity of their community for assisting military families. Some examples of potential projects include hosting a babysitter’s training to train young people to provide services for military families (curricula is available); pack and distribute Hero Packs to military youth in the area; and provide activities for the local Armory’s Family Day or Open House.
Local/Regional Support Grants - $500
Local/Regional Support Grants are awarded to counties who implement a comprehensive program for youth and adults to learn about and assist military families during deployment.  Continuous support can be available—Examples of programs include: Partnering with the Boys & Girls Club or local Armory to host a Speak Out for Military Kids Training, Have 4-H’ers present information to local school system counselors.  For full funding, at least 1 external partners must be involved and consulted (such as Boys & Girls Clubs, Army Reserve Units, National Guard Family Assistance Centers, etc.)
