February 22-24, 2008
Your space has been confirmed for the 2008 G4-HVLA Ski Trip. The following information is very important.  Please read it carefully.  The trip is coordinated with G4HVLA thru Carolina tours.  This year we will not have a Georgia 4-H Onsite Coordinator.  Each group is responsible for their own 4-H’ers and adults.

Ski Conditions
The ski resort is open & the slopes are open.  Currently, there is 26 to 46 inches and even the tubing run is reading to go.   You may want to check the web site for Wolf Laurel on your own.  The web site can give exact snow depths, run availability and even has a mini-cam where you can view the slopes.  The site is  GOTOBUTTON BM_1_ www.skiwolflaurel.com.  
Arrival Friday Night
We will be staying at Quality Inn in Arden, North Carolina just outside Asheville.  Take Interstate 26 to exit  37 (Long Shoals Rd).  You will go left under the bridge and the hotel is on the right. Please arrive at the hotel by 8:30 pm for a required orientation.  You will check in first at the hotel desk and receive your room assignment. (The rooming list is included).  You may begin checking in around 3 p.m.  At 8:30 Valerie from CTI will be on hand to distribute lift tickets and lesson tickets. All skiers and snowboards are required to take lessons.  Please be sure your entire group arrives for the orientation. This is where you will also get your information on the where the slopes are, etc.
Group Leaders/Families
There is a checklist for the adult coordinating your group included with this letter.  Please be sure they have reviewed it!  Even if a family is attending, they need to have this information. It includes how to handle any incidents that may occur. Final payment for the trip is due at the state 4-H office. Please mail your checks payable to the Georgia 4-H Foundation to my attention at 309 HOke Smith Annex-UGA, Athens, GA 30602.  Check the online registration to see your balance due. If you feel this is incorrect, please let me know immediately. 
Chaperones
County groups should provide their own chaperones.  G4-HVLA will provide off site coordination for the trip only.  Your leaders must meet 4-H policy standards for chaperones which includes the passing of screening requirements as well as completing the Certified Overnight Chaperone training.  Those families that are attending as FAMILIES and not with a county group are not required to be overnight chaperones.

Some of you have leaders staying in the rooms with kids.  Be sure that these 4-H’ers’ parents or guardians have been made aware that an adult is in the room.  You should get written permission from those parents that have an adult in the room with kids.  It should state that the parent understands that the adult (give the adult’s name) will be housed in the same hotel room with their child. 

In no instance will an adult sleep in a bed with a 4-H’er that is not this/her own child.  If you have roomed your 4-H’ers with this configuration, please contact me immediately so that we can try to secure a roll-a-way or make other arrangements.
Waiver & Medical Information Forms
Waiver and Medical Information form must be completed by all participants. I have included both these forms with the email attachments but they are also available on the 4-H Website.  4-H’ers need their parent’s signature in addition to there own.  Adults, of course, only need their own signatures.  Your forms will be kept by whomever is coordinating your group. Please be sure that everyone, including adults, have completed a MIR form.   Also enclosed is an insurance claim form. Our policy number for our event is 717 and the serial number is 2511. Your chaperone should have this with them in the event a 4-H’er or adult needed medical attention.  Please be sure that he/she has it and knows what it is.

Special skiing accident policies are not available.  Each 4-H’er and leader will be insured during the event.  Coverage is limited for skiing.  Please be sure that your 4-H’ers and their parents are aware of this.

Code of Conduct
Please be sure that your 4-H’ers, adults and families have reviewed the code of conduct.  All participants, adults and youth, are expected to follow this code throughout the weekend.  We will review these again at the orientation meeting.

Meals & Recreation
Near the hotel are a host of fast food restaurants as well as grocery stores for meals and snacks.  There is lots to do in Asheville so you may want to check out Asheville information and print some ideas for your group.  The hotel has a small indoor pool that your 4-H’ers may want to enjoy.  Let them know to bring their suits.  There are also lots of gift shops and concession areas at the slopes. The hotel does provide a continental breakfast. I would assume this is a very light breakfast. No other meals are included in the fee.  You will want to be sure your group is aware of this.  We will also have recreation on Saturday night that is optional for anyone wishing to attend.  

Clothing & Gear
Please share the attached sheets with your group. It, too, is available on the web.   It is COLD at the ski area and skiers will need to dress accordingly.  Rental is available for ski bibs and other items.  Bibs and jackets rent for about $15 each. Ski rental is included in your fees. However, 4-H’ers wishing to upgrade to snowboards will need to bring an additional $15 to cover the cost if they have not prepaid.

Checklist for 4-H Leaders

Before departure be sure you have:

 American Income Life Claim form---Serial #2511, Policy #717 

 Completed Medical Information & Release (MIR) Form on all participants. Remember, no medication, including over the counter medication may be administered without parental consent unless it is under the direction of medical personnel.  Parents may include over the counter items such as aspirin, tylenol, etc on the MIR Form.

 Completed Ski Waivers for all skiers

 Directions to the Quality Inn Arden.  The number of the Hotel is 828-684-6688.  If you need to get in touch with the 4-H group as you travel, ask for Al with Georgia 4-H (CTI Tours)
 Completed Code of Conduct for all participants, youth & adults, skiers & non skiers on file at the County Extension office (you may or may not have copies with you)                                       

During the Weekend leaders will need to:

 Check in the hotel & participate with all delegates (youth & adults) in the orientation meeting at 8:30 p.m. Friday
 Review the expectations at the hotel (quiet in halls, no 4-H’ers at pool without an adult, have a buddy system)
 Transport county participants to and from Wolf Laurel as well as to any additional activities the county group selects.  Be sure to establish a buddy system & check in at the slopes.

 Check in 4-H’ers at each evening’s curfew and during the day on the slopes

 If a 4-H’er is injured, the county leader is responsible for seeking appropriate medical care but should notify Jenny (706-340-6647) and complete an accident report for insurance purposes.


After the Weekend counties will need to:

 Pay the invoice connected to online registration. 

 Enter your participants in Georgia Counts as a County Event titled G4HVLA Ski Weekend
